You shall not
make for yourself a graven image, or any likeness of
anything ... You shall not take the name of the
LORD your God in vain ... Remember the sabbath
day, to keep it holy. Six days you shall labor ... but
the seventh day is a sabbath to the LORD your God; &
in it you shall not do any work ... Honor your father [&
and your mother, that your days may be long in the
land ... You shall not kill. You shall not commit
adultery. You shall not steal. You shall not bear
false witness against your neighbor. You shall not
covet your neighbor's house; you shall not covet
your neighbor's wife ...
